Lesson 1 

God’s Word is True, and I Can Trust It 
[The Authority and Sufficiency of the Word]  

  

 
 

We should follow and build our lives on the Word of God (Scripture).  If you build your life 
on anything else besides God’s Word, it will fail.  God’s Word is true, trustworthy, and 
complete.  He gave us His Living Word to provide everything we need to live the life God 
wants us to live.

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Read Genesis 1:1-31: 

“In the beginning God created the sky and the earth.  The earth was empty and had no 
form.  Darkness covered the ocean, and God’s Spirit was moving over the water. 
Then God said, ‘Let there be light!’ And there was light.  God saw that the light was good.  
So he divided the light from the darkness. God named the light ‘day’ and the darkness 
‘night.’  Evening passed, and morning came. This was the first day. 
 
Then God said, ‘Let there be something to divide the water in two!’ So God made the air 
to divide the water in two.  Some of the water was above the air, and some of the water 
was below it.  God named the air ‘sky.’  Evening passed, and morning came.  This was the 
second day. 
 
Then God said, ‘Let the water under the sky be gathered together so the dry land will 
appear.’  And it happened.  God named the dry land ‘earth.’  He named the water that 
was gathered together ‘seas.’  God saw that this was good.  Then God said, ‘Let the earth 
produce plants.  Some plants will make grain for seeds.  Others will make fruit with 
seeds in it.  Every seed will produce more of its own kind of plant.’  And it 
happened.  The earth produced plants.  Some plants had grain for seeds.  The trees made 
fruit with seeds in it.  Each seed grew its own kind of plant.  God saw that all this was 
good.  Evening passed, and morning came.  This was the third day. 
 
Then God said, ‘Let there be lights in the sky to separate day from night.  These lights 
will be used for signs, seasons, days and years.  They will be in the sky to give light to the 
earth.’ And it happened.  So God made the two large lights.  He made the brighter light to 
rule the day.  He made the smaller light to rule the night.  He also made the stars.  God 
put all these in the sky to shine on the earth.  They are to rule over the day and over the 
night.  He put them there to separate the light from the darkness.  God saw that all these 
things were good. Evening passed, and morning came.  This was the fourth day. 
 
Then God said, ‘Let the water be filled with living things.  And let birds fly in the air 
above the earth.’  So God created the large sea animals.  He created every living thing 
that moves in the sea.  The sea is filled with these living things.  Each one produces more 
of its own kind.  God also made every bird that flies.  And each bird produces more of its 
own kind.  God saw that this was good.  God blessed them and said, ‘Have many young ones 
and grow in number.  Fill the water of the seas, and let the birds grow in number on the 
earth.’  Evening passed, and morning came.  This was the fifth day. 
Then God said, ‘Let the earth be filled with animals.  And let each produce more of its 
own kind.  Let there be tame animals and small crawling animals and wild animals.  And 
let each produce more of its kind.’  And it happened.  So God made the wild animals, the 
tame animals and all the small crawling animals to produce more of their own kind.  God 
saw that this was good. 
 
Then God said, ‘Let us make human beings in our image and likeness.  And let them rule  
over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky.  Let them rule over the tame animals, 
over all the earth and over all the small crawling animals on the earth.’  So God created 
human beings in his image.  In the image of God he created them.  He created them male 
and female.  God blessed them and said, ‘Have many children and grow in number.  Fill 
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the earth and be its master.  Rule over the fish in the sea and over the birds in the sky.  
Rule over every living thing that moves on the earth.’  God said, ‘Look, I have given you 
all the plants that have grain for seeds.  And I have given you all the trees whose fruits 
have seeds in them.  They will be food for you.  I have given all the green plants to all 
the animals to eat.  They will be food for every wild animal, every bird of the air and 
every small crawling animal.’  And it happened.  God looked at everything he had made, 
and it was very good.

Christ. God the Father sent His Son, Jesus, as the Word Revealed in human form.  When 
Jesus returned to heaven, He promised to send believers a helper which was The Holy Spirit.

God Wants Us to Be Baptized Like Jesus Was 
[Water Baptism] 

 

 

When a believer follows Jesus’ example in water baptism, it is an outward symbol that 
the believer has participated in the death, burial and resurrection of Christ.  Jesus was 
baptized, and God wants believers to be baptized also in remembrance of what Jesus and 
the Holy Spirit did for them.  Baptism does not save people from their sins.  Only trusting 
Christ to forgive their sins saves them.

Jesus was baptized 
and came up out of the water.  Heaven opened, and he saw God’s Spirit coming down on 
him like a dove.  And a voice spoke from heaven.  The voice said, ‘This is my Son and I love 
him.  I am very pleased with him.’”

     Read Romans 6:3-11: 
 
“Did you forget that all of us became part of Christ when we were baptized?  We shared his 
death in our baptism.  So when we were baptized, we were buried with Christ and shared 
his death.  We were buried with him so that we could live a new life, just as Christ was 
raised from death by the wonderful power of the Father. 
 
 
Christ died, and we have been joined with Christ by dying too.  So we will also be joined 
with him by rising from death as he did.  We know that our old life died with Christ on the 
cross.  This was so that our sinful selves would have no power over us, and we would not be 
slaves to sin.  Anyone who has died is made free from sin’s control. 
 
 
If we died with Christ, we know that we will also live with him. Christ was raised from 
death.  And we know that he cannot die again.  Death has no power over him now.  Yes, 
when Christ died, he died to defeat the power of sin one time—enough for all time.  He 
now has a new life, and his new life is with God.  In the same way, you should see 
yourselves as being dead to the power of sin and alive with God through Christ Jesus.”

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Lesson 4 
Believers Are in the Body of Christ 

 
[Members of One Another]  

 

When we trust Christ to forgive our sins and receive the Holy Spirit to help us, we also get 
another wonderful gift.  We become part of the Body of Christ which is also called the 
family of God, the Household of God, or the Church.  This group is made up of all of those 
who are followers of Christ around the world.  We are not alone.  We are now part of God’s 
family of believers.

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Read 1 Corinthians 12:12-27: 

“A person’s body is one thing, but it has many parts.  Yes, there are many parts to a body, 
but all those parts make only one body.  Christ is like that too.  Some of us are Jews, and 
some of us are Greeks.  Some of us are slaves, and some of us are free. But we were all 
baptized into one body through one Spirit.  And we were all made to share in the one 
Spirit. 
 
And a person’s body has more than one part.  It has many parts. The foot might say, ‘I am 
not a hand.  So I am not part of the body.’  But saying this would not stop the foot from 
being a part of the body.  The ear might say, ‘I am not an eye.  So I am not part of the 
body.’  But saying this would not make the ear stop being a part of the body.  If the whole 
body were an eye, the body would not be able to hear.  If the whole body were an ear, the 
body would not be able to smell anything.   If each part of the body were the same part, 
there would be no body. But truly God put the parts in the body as he wanted them.  He 
made a place for each one of them.   And so there are many parts, but only one body. 
 
The eye cannot say to the hand, ‘I don’t need you!’  And the head cannot say to the foot, ‘I 
don’t need you!’  No!  Those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are really very 
important.  And the parts of the body that we think are not worth much are the parts that 
we give the most care to.  And we give special care to the parts of the body that we want 
to hide.  The more beautiful parts of our body need no special care.  But God put the body 
together and gave more honor to the parts that need it.  God did this so that our body 
would not be divided.  God wanted the different parts to care the same for each other.  If 
one part of the body suffers, then all the other parts suffer with it.  Or if one part of our 
body is honored, then all the other parts share its honor. 
 
All of you together are the body of Christ. Each one of you is a part of that body.”

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Lesson 5 
Jesus Wants Us to Take the Lord’s Supper 

[Lord’s Supper] 

 
The last evening Jesus spent with His disciples, He served them a special meal.  It is 
called the Lord’s Supper.  He gave His disciples bread and wine to remember his body and 
blood he was about to sacrifice when he died for our sins.  We who are followers of Christ 
are to take part in the Lord’s Supper to remember and proclaim what Jesus did for us on the 
cross until His return.  He is our Passover Lamb. He shed His blood on the cross, died and 
arose to give us a New Covenant, or new promise from God, that we will be made new 
creations in Him.  

Memory Verse(s): 
Luke 22:19 - “Then Jesus took some bread. He thanked God for it, broke it, and gave it 
to the apostles.  Then Jesus said, ‘This bread is my body that I am giving for you.  Do this 
to remember me.’” 

     Read Exodus 12:21-30: 
 

“Then Moses called all the elders of Israel together.  He told them, ‘Get the animals for your 
families. Kill the animals for the Passover.  Take a branch of the hyssop plant and dip it into 
the bowl filled with blood.  Wipe the blood on the sides and tops of the doorframes.  No one 
may leave his house until morning.  The Lord will go through Egypt to kill the Egyptians.  He 
will see the blood on the sides and tops of the doorframes.  Then the Lord will pass over that 
house.  He will not let the one who brings death come into your houses and kill you. 

You must keep this command.  This law is for you and your descendants from now on.  Do this 
when you go to the land the Lord has promised to give to you.  When your children ask you, 
‘Why are we doing these things?’ you will say, ‘This is the Passover sacrifice to honor the Lord.  
When we were in Egypt, the Lord passed over the houses of Israel.  The Lord killed the 
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Egyptians, but he saved our homes.’”  So now the people bowed down and worshiped the 
Lord.  They did just as the Lord commanded Moses and Aaron.  

 

At midnight the Lord killed all the firstborn sons in the land of Egypt.  The firstborn of the 
king, who sat on the throne, died.  Even the firstborn of the prisoner in jail died.  Also all the 
firstborn farm animals died.  The king, his officers and all the Egyptians got up during the 
night. Someone had died in every house.  So there was loud crying everywhere in Egypt.”

III. DISCIPLES ESTABLISHED IN BIBLE STUDY 

Lesson 6  

How to Study the Bible 

 
We learned that God gave us His words in the Bible to help us live for Him.  In order to do 
that, we must know how to study the Bible to learn what God wants us to do.  There are 
four important steps we can use to study passages in the Bible.  These steps are: 
Observation, Meditation, Discussion and Application. 

Memory Verse(s): 
John 14:26 - “But the Helper will teach you everything.  He will cause you to remember all 
the things I told you.

Read the passage several times. Ask yourself: What is happening? Who is involved? 
Where and when is this taking place? Etc. 

 

2. “Think about it” (Meditation)—What does it mean?  
(verse 30— “So Philip ran toward the chariot.  He heard the man reading from Isaiah, 
the prophet.  Philip asked, ‘Do you understand what you are reading?’”) 
Ask yourself: What does God want me to know about this passage? 
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3. “Talk about it” (Discussion)—What do others say?  
(verses 31-35— “He [Ethiopian man] answered, ‘How can I understand?  I need 
someone to explain it to me!’  Then he invited Philip to climb in and sit with 
him.  The verse of Scripture that he was reading was this: ‘He was like a sheep being 
led to be killed.   He was quiet, as a sheep is quiet while its wool is being cut.  He 
said nothing.   He was shamed and was treated unfairly.  He died without children to 
continue his family.  His life on earth has ended.’  The officer said to Philip, ‘Please 
tell me, who is the prophet talking about?  Is he talking about himself or about 
someone else?’  Philip began to speak.  He started with this same Scripture and told 
the man the Good News about Jesus.”)

The Apostle Paul wrote 13 letters to young churches.  These letters are now part of the New 
Testament in the Bible.  He wrote these letters to help believers in these churches, 
members of the Household of God, to be strong in their faith, strong in God’s Word, and 
strong enough to stand against false teachers. 

Paul wrote letters throughout his ministry for the Church.  They are known as his Early, 
Middle, and Latter Letters.  These were written in that order for different purposes: 

• The Early Letters are used to establish and defend the Gospel of Pure Grace. 
Galatians, 1 & 2 Thessalonians, 1 & 2 Corinthians, Romans 
 

• The Middle Letters are used for churches to be single-minded in the Purpose and 
Eternal Plan of God. 
Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, Philemon 
 

• The Latter Letters are used to put in proper order the Household of God. 
1 Timothy, Titus, 2 Timothy 
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The Bible calls Paul “an expert builder” (1 Corinthians 3:10).  His letters are like tools a 
builder would use to build a house.  Paul’s tools are meant to “build up” or strengthen new 
believers in the Household of God.  They are useful for building disciples for Christ.  

For example, Paul’s Early Letter to the Galatians might be a saw.  Ephesians, a Middle 
Letter, might be a hammer.  Latter Letters, 1 & 2 Timothy, might be a square.  

 

                 

 

Each of these letters (or New Testament books) has a purpose to build up the foundation 
for the family and Household of God.  As a young believer, you are a member of the family 
or Household of God. 

Just as a carpenter must know how to use his tools to build a strong house, so a young 
disciple must learn to use the tools of God’s words to grow strong and established in the 
faith and help others to grow also. 

Galatians is one of Paul’s Early Letters.  It is a biblical tool to help teach disciples the 
Gospel of Pure Grace in Jesus Christ (see Chapter 8).  Ephesians is one of Paul’s Middle 
Letters.  It is a tool to help teach disciples the Purpose and Plan of God (see Chapter 9).  
1 Timothy is one of the Latter Letters.  It will help teach disciples the Proper Order of the 
Household of God (see Chapter 10). 

The remaining chapters in this workbook provide more information and resources to help 
young disciples mature in the Lord and become fruitful witnesses to others for Him.

They said that the Christ must suffer these things 
before he enters his glory.’  Then Jesus began to explain everything that had been written 
about himself in the Scriptures.

Write what you 
                            learned in a daily journal.  Write questions you still have. 
                            
Prayer time------- talk to God often about anything.  Pray for your needs and those of    
                            others.  He hears you and wants you to come to Him.  Don’t forget to  
                            praise and thank Him for all He has done.   
                             
 [The ACTS acrostic and the Personal Prayer List presented in  
                            Lesson 14 will give more guidance to you as you talk to God.]  
 
Get help----------- think about any questions you have about what you read.  Ask the   
                            Holy Spirit to show the meaning to you.  If you still have questions, you 
                            may choose to use a Bible Study Guide or Commentary to look up more 
                            information or ask an adult that you trust to help you.

Imagine being able to talk with God directly, thanking Him, praising 
Him, and asking Him.  He desires for us to do that! He wants close fellowship with us as our 
Heavenly Father.  Lesson 13 talked about the importance of having a daily Quiet Time.  That 
includes Bible study and prayer.  This lesson tells us more about prayer and worship, which 
are part of our Quiet Time, but can happen any time.

T –THANKSGIVING – Thank God for all He has done and does for you every day. 
Let’s come to him with thanksgiving.  Let’s sing songs to him. (Psalm 95:2) 
 
S – SUPPLICATION – Ask God for things that you or other people may need. 
Do not worry about anything.  But pray and ask God for everything you need.  And when 
you pray, always give thanks.
